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204. Policy on Posthumous Degrees  
 
It shall be the policy of the Board of Trustees, upon recommendations of the President, to 
award posthumous degrees for students who have successfully completed a substantial 
portion of their academic programs with diplomas to specifically indicate a posthumous 
degree, the language of which would cite the circumstances warranting such award.  Such 
diplomas may be presented at appropriate private ceremonies at the discretion of the 
President with the appropriate commencement program noting that the degree is 
posthumous.
